Mission Statement:  The mission of All Angels Academy is to develop the whole child by challenging the mind and nourishing the spirit in a diverse community guided by Christian values.

Philosophy:  All Angels Academy seeks to provide a superior education for the whole child, so that each one who comes to us leaves with a foundation of academic skills, spiritual awareness, and self-esteem upon which can be built the dreams of a lifetime.

The school is an outreach of All Angels Episcopal Church and serves pre-school through eighth grade students of many religious, ethnic, and socioeconomic backgrounds.  Attracting and retaining this diverse student body is an integral part of our mission.

Our faculty and staff cherish and respect each student as a unique individual.  We are dedicated to providing an outstanding and challenging academic program tailored to the needs of each learner.  Through self-discovery, we encourage each student to develop moral values, self-discipline and well-rounded personality.

Students are expected to develop self-discipline while they accept the guidance and direction provided by staff and administrators.  In guiding the student’s growth in Christian attitudes and habits of virtue, All Angels Academy’s policy is to emphasize the positive rather than the negative.  We believe the nature of discipline involves a caring attitude for the student by allowing them to make choices.  They have the opportunity to exercise self-discipline.  As students are free to make choices, being aware of school policy, the students taken upon themselves the natural consequences that flow from their actions.

The following attitudes are emphasized at All Angels Academy:

· Respect for all people, students and adults alike

· Respect for authority and campus rules

· Sense of trustworthiness and honesty in one’s work and actions

· Proper safety habits and care for school property

· Accepting responsibility for one’s own behavior

The intent of this handbook is to give general guidelines to be adhered to by students and parents.  Sometimes there will occur situations or circumstances not covered specifically by this handbook.  The Administration reserves the right to exercise its administrative prerogative in responding to these situations.
ADMISSIONS POLICY

The purpose of the All Angels Academy is to assist the intellectual, social, moral, spiritual, and physical development of its students in a nurturing Christian community.  Towards that end, we seek students who demonstrate the ability and potential to benefit from our academic programs, and parents who demonstrate a commitment to the goals of the school, to the total development of their children, and to their children’s success in achieving the high expectations of All Angels Academy.

All Angels Academy admits students of any race, color, or ethnic origin to all rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  All Angels Academy does not discriminate on basis of race, color, national, or ethnic origin in the administration policies, scholarship, athletic, or other school-administered programs.  If a student is accepted and enrolled, parents agree to abide by all financial, academic, and disciplinary policies of the school as stated in the Student/Parent Handbook.

Applicants who meet the eligibility requirements will receive an invitation to attend All Angels Academy.  Special consideration is given to current students, siblings of current students and alumni, and children of active All Angels Episcopal Church members.  Students are admitted until all available places are filled.  Those who meet eligibility requirements for admissions, but for whom no space is immediately available, are assigned to an applicant pool from which placements are filled as they occur.

After School Care:  After School care is provided for any student until 6:00 p.m. for an extra fee.
Arrival:  Our Early Bird Club is available from 7:30 a.m. – 8:15 a.m. for the convenience of our working parents.  There is no charge for this service.  After 8:15 a.m., parents will take their child(ren) directly to their classrooms.    

There is parking available on the north and south sides of the school property.  The circular driveway is not to be used after 8:00 a.m. for the safety of our students.  Please do not leave your vehicle in the driveway at any time.

Dismissal:  Preschool students are dismissed at noon from the porch in front of the Church. Please stay in your car in the circular driveway and we will deliver your child to you.   On rainy days, please pick up your child from the classroom.  Senior Kindergarten students are dismissed in the same manner. Elementary and Middle School students will be dismissed from the sidewalks adjacent to their rooms. Unless there are special circumstances, please refrain from coming into the classroom. All students will be sent to after school care at parents’ expense 10 minutes after dismissal time. The minimum charge for after school care is $4.00.

Students who are released to someone other than their parent or guardian must have written parental permission on file. Students who are leaving school before the end of the day must be dismissed through the school office. 

Except in cases of emergency, the school office will not be responsible for notifying students of changes in transportation arrangements or after school activities. 

Transportation: Transportation to and from school is the responsibility of the parents. Our insurance is limited to the confines of the school grounds. If your child takes a bus to or from school, the school must have relevant contact information. When field trips are scheduled, the bus service provides their own insurance.
ATTENDANCE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Attendance:  It is the responsibility of parents to cooperate with the school in encouraging students to establish a good record of punctuality and school attendance.  We consider this to be a practical life skill that each student will need.  Prompt, daily attendance at school is to be a characteristic of every All Angels’ Student.  Repeated violations will result in a parent conference.  Additionally, a student with multiple tardies will not be eligible for Perfect Attendance Awards.   School starts at 8:30 a.m. and all parents should be out of the classroom.  

Absences:  If a student is absent, the school should be notified by 8:30 a.m.  Upon their return, students will be given two (2) days for each day absent to complete assignments and tests.  It is the student’s responsibility to request any missed assignments and/or tests from the teacher.  Prior arrangements for any planned absences should be made with the child’s teacher.

Tardy Policy:  Promptness is a habit we encourage.  Any student arriving at school after 8:30 a.m. will be considered tardy.  Parents should see that children arrive on time on a daily basis.  Tardy students must report to the school office with their parents to receive a pass to class.  Each tardy student must be accompanied by a parent and will be allowed to join their class at the conclusion of flag salute.  Each student will be allowed THREE (3) tardies per grading period.  If a student exceeds three (3) tardies, they will not be eligible for perfect attendance certificates that are presented at honor roll assemblies.  Furthermore, if a student has excessive tardies, parents or guardians will be contacted by the Principal to arrange for a conference.

SCHOOL SERVICES

Lunch: All students staying past noon should bring a nourishing lunch and drink – no sodas, please. We have a microwave available in the preschool for reheating only, not for "cook from scratch" items.  Teachers are not responsible for assembling lunches. Micro waving of meals will not be provided for elementary or middle school students.  The students’ lunches should be brought with them every morning.

A delicious lunch will be offered each Friday at a cost of $3.00. On Fridays, lunch will be served beginning at 11:30 so that pre-school students who leave at noon may also participate.

After School Care:  Our after school care program is available until 6:00 p.m.

	Children rest on cots from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m.  Each child must have a one-piece blanket/pillow for naptime.  Sleep items must be labeled with the child’s name.  Students receive a snack after rest time, and then participate in play, arts and crafts and playground time.  Kindergarten students will be given the opportunity to complete their homework assignment.

	After school care will begin with a few minutes of playtime after which the students will have a snack and begin their homework.  After homework, they will be involved in outdoor games, an occasional movie, and other activities.


If your child stays for after school care you will be asked to sign him/her out in the after school room. In addition to our after school program, enrichment classes are offered for an additional charge. Separate registration and fees are required for enrichment classes.  Enrichment classes are scheduled to begin in October, and information will be sent home.

The after school program provides supervision for students upon completion of their regularly scheduled school day until 6:00 pm. After 6:00 pm parents will be asked to sign a form indicating the time of pick-up. After a five-minute grace period, parents will be billed $1.00 per minute by the school. Our staff and their children need to go home at 6:00 pm. Holiday care may also be available on designated non-school and early release days.

UNIFORM CODE
Uniforms:  A higher standard of dress encourages greater respect for individual students and others and results in a higher standard of behavior.  Our dress code guidelines indicate appropriate school dress for regular school days.  All students shall wear a school uniform daily. Students will be required to have shirts tucked in at all times.

The PE shorts are required for elementary and middle school students. Students not dressed in the appropriate P.E. uniform will have their grade lowered on a daily basis.  

While there is variety available in our uniform code, special occasions require specific uniforms. On Chapel Day, which is Wednesday, students are required to wear a white shirt and black or brown dress shoes. 

The uniform for field trips will be outlined on the field trip form. Every student participating in a field trip must be in the appropriate uniform.

Please note:  Any undershirts worn by the student must be white and short-sleeved.  If pants have loops, the students must wear a belt, regardless of age!

Free Dress Days:  On designated free dress days, the students may wear neat clothing of their choice.  Free dress days give students an opportunity for a change from the regular uniform requirements.  Long pants, unripped jeans, sweats, or shorts are acceptable clothing for boys; and skirts, dresses, slacks, or unripped jeans for girls.  Shorts or skirts may not be shorter then “finger-tip” length.

Students may NOT wear oversized clothes, baggy and/or drop-waist pants, short-shorts, revealing clothing, bare midriffs, tank tops, hats, sunglasses, inappropriate shoes, or any article of clothing with an inappropriate or offensive logo or design.   Students will be asked to change into their uniforms if there is a problem.  The School administration reserves the right to determine whether any student’s attire is within the guidelines of decency and modesty.  

Hair:

Hair must be neat and clean.  No hats, bandanas or headbands may be worn.  Boys’ haircuts must be above the collar and off the ears, and girls’ haircuts must be off the face.

Jewelry:
Girls with pierced ears may wear modest simple earrings.  More than one set of earrings on girls, large hoops, large necklaces with charms, earring on boys or visible piercing of other body parts is unacceptable and will not be permitted.  

Violations:  The uniform code will be strictly enforced.  Students out of uniform will be sent to the office.  Parents of students not wearing a uniform will be contacted to bring their child the official school uniform.  The student that is in violation of the uniform code shall be asked to wait in the library until the violation is corrected. 

Lost and Found:  All articles that belong to your student, regardless of age, should be LABELED WITH HIS/HER NAME.  Lost articles will be brought to the Lost and Found basket in the School Office.  Articles remaining at the end of the year will either be given to charity or put in the used uniform sale.

HEALTH POLICIES

Health: State forms must be on file before the first day of school. We need form 3040 (student health exam) and form 680 (Florida Certificate of Immunization).

Parents must keep children home if there is any sign of illness. Children may not remain at school if they are running a fever, if there is any sign of head lice or pink eye. If the child becomes ill at school, he or she will wait in the nurse’s station while the parent is called for immediate pick-up. We know that this is an inconvenience for working parents but All Angels has no facilities for "sick child care." Please be certain that the emergency notification card is correct and current.

Oral prescription medication may be given if the "HRS Authorization for Medication" form is completed. You may obtain this form in the school office. All medication must be in its original labeled container and delivered to the school office by a parent or guardian. Never send medicine in the lunch box or backpack.  Over-the-counter medication will not be given to any student.

To insure the health and safety of all our students, All Angels reserves the right to request a physician’s note regarding a student’s health and his or her ability to participate in regular school activities.

Emergency Information: It is the parent’s responsibility to ensure that up-to-date phone numbers are on file in case you need to be contacted. Parents must provide written notice of allergies, medications and special needs of their child.

In the event of a hurricane or other unusual circumstance, All Angels will dismiss and resume classes generally in accordance with the announcements of the Miami-Dade County Public School System. You may also call the school for recorded information.

Bumps and Bruises: The staff will complete an accident report on all students who are injured and require more than a hug and TLC. The adult who picks up the child at the end of the day must sign the accident report. You will be notified by phone immediately of any serious injury.

PARENT TEACHER ORGANIZATION

Parent Teacher Organization: The PTO plays an integral role in the growth and development of All Angels Academy. All parents and teachers are encouraged to become members of the PTO. We need you to take an active role in school affairs. A well-informed group of parents adds to the strength of the school. There will be many projects throughout the year, which will need your time and talent. Membership dues are $10.00 per year per family. You may deliver your dues to the school office. Make checks payable to All Angels Academy PTO.  Only paid members may vote.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

2006-2007 Tuition and Enrollment Fees for Pre-K3 through 8th Grade:

All Angels Academy is operated on a non-profit basis. Great care is taken to keep fees and tuition as low as possible. There is no “cushion” built-in. Tuition and other fees are used solely for the school to maintain quality staff, equipment, supplies and buildings. Therefore, it is imperative that all tuition and after school care fees be paid on time. We will permit a five (5) day grace period, following which, a $25.00 late fee will apply.

If full payment is not made by the end of each month, your child(ren) will not be permitted to return to class until your account is brought current. In extreme circumstances, exceptions to this policy may be made at the recommendation of the Head of School.

Each parent shall receive a coupon book containing the monthly payment coupons.  Each payment should be accompanied by the appropriate monthly coupon, and must be paid directly to the school office. Parents will receive a separate billing statement for after-school care, late fees and any other fees or required payments.  The teacher will collect Friday lunch and field trip money.

For your convenience, tuition can be paid in ten (10) monthly installments of $347, $414, $463 and $491 respectively. All monthly installment tuition is due on the first (1st) of each month. See the 2006-2007 School Calendar for more details.

Please note:  At the time of registration, a $347 deposit is required for Pre-School; a $414 deposit is required for Kindergarten; a $463 deposit is required for Elementary School; a $491 deposit is required for Middle School.  This deposit is non-refundable and non-transferable.

After School Care:  There is a ten (10) minute grace period for all students before after care charges are assessed.  This includes those staying for practice or any of the enrichment classes.  Once the grace period passes, children will be sent to after care and charge our occasional care rate of $4.00 per hour.  

We do not split charges into quarter or half hour increments.  After care fees must be current each month.  Failure to do so will result in suspension of this service until the account is paid.

Children staying in after school care for three (3) or more days are considered full time and will be charged the weekly rate listed above.
Other Requirements: Each family must purchase a minimum of one (1) ticket to our annual Silver Ball and Silent Auction. Each family must complete a minimum of twenty (20) volunteer hours.

Development:  All Angels’ parents can take a leading role in ensuring the financial health of the school so children can experience an education of exceptional quality.  Faculty, alumni, parents of alumni, grandparents and friends of the school make All Angels Academy a fine institution of learning.  We rely on you to support and build on these traditions by contributing to our Annual Fund and Endowment efforts, and we thank you!

The Annual Fund, the top priority among the School’s fundraising projects, supports and strengthens the overall academic program, and has a tremendous impact on the quality of educational programs at All Angels Academy.  Parent participation is the key to Annual Fund Success; and your gift, at any level, is appreciated.  The goal each year is to reach 100% parent participation, since each and every student benefits from the campaign proceeds.  Contributors are tax deductible as allowed by law.  Annual Fund dollars are utilized in the operating budget.

Discounts: In families with more than one child enrolled, the oldest child pays full tuition.  Siblings are entitled to a 10% tuition only discount, but pay full registration and supply fee.  Pledging Parishioners receive a ten percent (10%) discount off tuition, but pay full registration and supply fee.  Only one discount may be applied.

Returned Check Policy:  There is a $35 fee charged for any check returned unpaid by the bank.  Please advise the school immediately if your check is returned unpaid.  We will resubmit the check to the bank (allowed once by most banks), or we will require payment in cash, money order or cashier’s check.

Withdrawal:  The office must receive written notification of a parent’s intent to withdraw a student from All Angels Academy.

ASSESSMENT

Preschool and Kindergarten:  In pre-kindergarten and kindergarten, children are continually assessed.  Skills are introduced, practice is provided, and mastery is noted.  Teachers communicate informally and formally with parents on a regular basis.  Formal progress reports are mailed home twice a year:  at mid-year and the end of the year.  Parents are invited to participate in a formal conference with classroom teachers in the fall and spring.  Other conferences may be scheduled as necessary during the school year.

Elementary and Middle School:  A professional evaluation of the student by the teacher is intended to give a general picture of a child’s progress.  Assessment is based on every observable facet of a child’s performance in the classroom.  This may include class participation, active interest in discussion, and quality of homework and class work, as well as assignments, quizzes, tests, projects, and portfolios.  Letter grades reflecting number percentages will given in grades 1-8.

Report Cards:  Report cards for Elementary and Middle School students are issued four times per year at the end of each grading period. Interim reports are sent home when necessary for those students who are experiencing academic difficulties. Report cards are to be signed by the parents and returned to school within three days.

Academic Honor Roll:  A student will be placed on the Archangel Honor Roll if he/she has received an “A” in every subject during a particular grading period and in conduct.  No “B’s” are permitted.  A student will be placed on the Honor Roll if he/she has received “A’s” and “B’s” in every subject during a particular grading period and in conduct.  No “C’s” are permitted.

Homework (Elementary and Middle School): Good study habits are among the most valuable skills a child can develop. Homework is designed to reinforce that which has been presented in class and is part of the grade in each subject area. Thus, failure to have homework completed and in class on the appropriate day will result in a homework zero for the day.

Parents may expect students to have homework every night. While the responsibility for the homework belongs to the student, parents may help by providing the time and an appropriate learning environment.
Middle School Promotion Requirements: Promotion from 6th grade to 7th grade:  A student must receive a minimum grade of a “D” for a final average in Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and Spanish. Additionally, the student must maintain an overall grade point average of at least a “C-”.

Promotion from 7th grade to 8th grade:  A student must receive a minimum grade of a “D” for a final average in Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and Spanish. Additionally, the student must maintain an overall grade point average of at least a “C-”.

Promotion from 8th grade to 9th grade:  A student must receive a minimum grade of a “D” for a final average in Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and Spanish. Additionally, the student must maintain an overall grade point average of at least a “C-”.

If a student receives a “D” or an “F” for a final average in any of the required courses, the student must complete an approved summer program in order to be promoted to the next grade.  The parents of these students must seek the approval of the Administration prior to the registration and completion of the program.  If prior approval is not received, the student may not be promoted to the next grade level regardless of the work completed during the course of the program.

Final decision with respect to the promotion of a student rests solely with the Administration of All Angels Academy.

Code of Conduct: One of the most important lessons in education is discipline. It underlies the whole educational structure. Discipline is the training that develops self-control, character, orderliness and efficiency. It develops individuals of integrity and high moral character. It is the key to maximum academic achievement, good conduct and consideration for others.

All Angels’ policy is to emphasize the positive rather than the negative. Children will be dealt with in a loving but firm manner. We allow children opportunities to make choices, make mistakes, live with the consequences of the choices and exercise self-discipline. On occasion, "time-out" or detention is used. Parents are notified if an inappropriate behavior persists.

We feel a similar obligation to address behavior that endangers anyone’s personal safety.  You are not permitted to bully, threaten, ignore, or disrespect the faculty or other students; misuse or damage School or another’s property; use foul language or “put downs”; or behave in ways that endanger anyone’s safety.  You may not roughhouse, push, fight, spit, or bite; run in hallways; throw rocks; use tobacco, alcohol, or drugs; cheat on schoolwork; or bring forbidden items on campus.

All parents and students are required to sign and the "Code of Conduct" and the Acknowledgement and Receipt of Handbook, found on page 17.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Parent Snack Day (Preschool Only): Tuesday’s and Thursday’s snack will be all yours! Please review the assigned list for your child’s classroom and bring enough snacks for your child’s entire class. Snacks should be low in sugar. We look forward to lots of wonderful treats. Thank you!

Special Programs: We have special programs and events throughout the year. Classroom teachers will keep you informed of times and dates. Please check you child’s backpack or folder for flyers each day.

Photographs and Publications:  All Angels Academy reserves the right to photograph, videotape or otherwise create and use student’s images in school publications and on the school website.  If a parent objects to this process, such objection must be placed in writing and directed to the school office prior to the start of the school year.

Parent Conferences: Parents who desire conferences are welcome to make an appointment. Drop off and pick-up times are not the time for individual conferences. Please make appointments ahead of time so teachers may plan accordingly. Both Debra Peacock and Mother Keedy are also available to meet with parents to answer questions or concerns. Regularly scheduled conferences will occur during the first and third quarters.

Agenda and Textbooks (Elementary and Middle School): Textbooks and library books must be properly cared for. Textbooks are distributed by the teachers and need to be covered with a non-adhesive material.  Students should put their names in these books because they are responsible for the care and return of all books.  If any book is lost or damaged, parents will be charged a replacement fee for the book. Each student will receive an Agenda at the start of the school year. Any agenda that is lost or damaged will be replaced at the student’s expense. The cost of replacing an Agenda is $20.00.

Personal Items from Home: Children may not bring toys to school. The preschool will announce special toy days when children are welcome to bring something special to share. CD players, MP3 players, tape recorders, video games, and other electronic devices such as lap tops, beepers, laser pens, etc., are not permitted on school grounds and will be confiscated.  Cellular phones, if brought to school, must remain in your backpack unless permission is given for its use by a staff member; otherwise, the cellular phone will also be confiscated.

Birthday Policy: You are welcome to celebrate your child’s birthday at school with classmates. The celebration must be limited to cupcakes at lunchtime or snack time. Please understand that balloons, favors, gifts and entertainment are disruptive to the school day and better suited to a party at home. If there is to be a party at home, you may pass out invitations at school, as long as, all classmates are invited.  If not, invitations should be mailed directly.
To commemorate a child’s birthday, or any special occasion, please consider donating a special book to our permanent library collection. If you would like advice on a book selection, please speak with your child’s teacher. Birthday books will be blessed in chapel.

Volunteer Hours: Every school, public and private, survives on volunteer help. All Angels requires a minimum of 20 hours per family. There will be numerous suggestions for ways in which your talents can be utilized at All Angels. If you have special or unusual abilities that may be helpful, please bring them to the attention of the head of school or the PTO. Families have an option of paying $200 if they would prefer not to volunteer.

The responsibility for documenting each family’s contribution of time rests with the parents themselves. A parent must complete a Volunteer Hours form, which are available in the office or can be downloaded off the school website.  Simply complete the form, and have the form signed by school staff, PTO board member, or a committee chairperson, return the form to the school office, no later than three (3) weeks after completing the volunteer activity.  Forms not returned in a timely fashion will not be accepted and the hours completed will not count towards the required hours.

Additionally, all uncompleted hours as of May 1st become automatically billable at $10.00 per hour and are due upon receipt of the billing statement.  Any volunteer hours completed in the month of May will count towards the subsequent school year’s requirement.

Field Trips: Field trips are scheduled throughout the year to compliment the curriculum. The field trip permission slip will include information about the dress code for that trip. Please help your child dress appropriately. You may be asked by a classroom teacher to chaperone a field trip, which will count as one hour towards the required volunteer hours.  Please have the Volunteer Hour Form signed by the teacher.

If you agree to chaperone a field trip you will be required to ride on the bus to and from the destination, remain with your designated group of children during the trip, and comply with the same instructions the children receive about dress, lunch, activities, etc. We very much appreciate the time our parents devote to the school. Unfortunately, it is not possible to accommodate younger siblings on field trips.
