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The following statement is intended to assist the members of All Angels community in
understanding the expectations set forth in our Code incorporating responsibility, expectations,
attitudes and leadership. Its purpose is to help the All Angels community members integrate
these standards into their lives.

One of the most important lessons in education is discipline. Though it does not appear as a
subject, it underlies the whole educational structure. It is the training that fosters self-control,
orderliness, and efficiency. It develops individuals of integrity and high moral character. It is the
key to maximum academic achievement, good conduct, and proper consideration for others.

Good disciple and high moral values originate in the home. The parent is the first teacher of his or
her child, and should foster the development of good behavior habits and proper attitudes toward
school. Children grow and learn best through cooperative efforts of home and school. Parental
support is imperative in the school’s handling of student misconduct and/or poor attitude.

A. PARENT WILL:
* Recognize that the teacher must make decisions regarding the safety, behavior, and
responsibility of student during the school day.
e Teach the child respect for authority, the rights of others and public and private property.

e Support and reinforce school recommendations, which are always made in the best interest
of the child’s academic and social development.

¢ Be responsible for prompt arrival and regular school attendance, and comply with attendance
rules and procedures.

¢ Talk with the child about school activities; show an active interest in his or her daily school
and homework.

¢ Read the Parent/Student Handbook and comply with the rules and procedures outlined in it.

B. STUDENT WILL:

* Arrive at school on time each day in the reguired uniform with all books and materials and
be ready to work.

* Be honest, respectful, and polite to all members of the All Angels community.
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¢ Control oneself from speaking words and doing things that will hurt or offend others.

¢ Control oneself from damaging public and private property.

¢ Obey all classroom and school rules and accept the consequences for his or her choice.
While it is our policy to modify behavior through positive feedback and reinforcement, we

recognize the need for consequences. Our goal is that children will learn from their mistakes.
The following actions may be appropriate to bring about positive change:

Disciplinary actions may include, but are not limited to:
¢ An apology, verbal and/or written.
e Withdrawal of student rights and privileges.
¢ Student being sent to the office of the Head of School/Principal.
e Community service within All Angels campus.
¢ Detention.

e When necessary, parents will be contacted by a teacher. For repeated offenses, parents
will be called for a conference.

e Parents may be required to seek the help of an outside professional.

® Suspension: The student is denied the privilege of school attendance for a period of time
to be determined by the Head of School/Principal. The student is responsible for all worked
missed during this period.

e Expulsion: This is a very serious action, to be determined by the Head of School, which will
result in the student being removed from the school.

All Angels Academy is a safe, positive spiritual environment with high academic standards. The
Code of Conduct is designed as a guideline to help parents and students meet and maintain that
atmosphere.
